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Dear Volunteer,

Firstly I would like to thank you for your generosity volunteering to help out at the family fun days at either or all of the shows.

What will be required of you as a volunteer at these shows?
You may be asked to help out with any of these points, if you aren’t able to do any of these due to age or health please let the show organisers know, thank you.
1. Advertising

· Helping distribute posters

· Delivery of flyers 

· Advertising events on social media

· Updating social media on the day of each event.

2. Show Marshals 

· Road traffic management, 

· Directing stall holders to their allocated pitch’s.

· Making sure that the public are safe whilst entering/leaving the parks, and during their stay at the event.

2. Event Set Up & Break Down
· Help will be needed to set up the show ground and making sure it’s left clean and tidy at end of the event
· Setting up the dog show ring and breaking down at end of day.

· Setting up the first aid area for humans and canines
· Setting up the children lost and found area.

· Setting out rubbish bins, changing bin bag if required
· Setting out dog water points for dogs
· Erecting signage for show ring, first aid area, and children lost & found etc.

3.
During the Event
· Running stalls (e.g. tuck shop)

· Selling raffle tickets & make sure prizes are available when raffle is drawn
· Taking registrations at the dog show

· Ensuring dog water is available at all times
· Helping make sure that dog show is running to time

· Ensure the right rosettes and prizes go to the correct winners

· Help run a have a go dog event such as agility, time trial, etc.
· Help organisers with SDSW club dogs (walked, toileted, watered etc)

3. Expect the un-expected
· No matter how much planning goes into an event something will always come up unexpectedly, so you need to be able to adapt to changes whenever they may happen.  You’ll be able to always ask for help from the show organisers at any time.  

· These points are not exhausted and may be subject to additional points.

If you have any queries, please don’t hesitate to ask.  Once again I would like to take the opportunity to say thank you for all your help before, during and after these events.
